“Subho Bijoya”


Much awaited, most important and biggest religious festival of Bengalies, Durga Puja had come and gone. It was that time of the year again. One month of festivities began with the Puja of MA DURGA, Goddess of power and festivity, from 10th October to 14th October. Puja signifies Good triumph over Evil. During Durga Puja, the air was electric with devotion as it is one of the most spectacular festivals of India. It is a grand Socio-religious celebration.    

Every year, lakhs of devotees and others visit C.R.Park to pay their obeisance to Mother Goddess. The puja Mandaps are filled to the capacity during “Anjali”, “Bhog” and evening “Arati” and cultural functions. All this needs prior precautionary steps and proper security planning by the local police so that security is not impinged in the C. R. Park puja Mondaps. C.R. Park is the focal point of all festivities of Bengalies.  During Puja days, Bengalies particularly boys and girls spend most of the time in Puja Mondaps and are engaged in sports, cultural and various other activities.

Some of our humble contributions towards the Durga Puja are mentioned below: 
1. Grant of “No Objection Certificate” for holding the Durga Puja Festival in Chittaranjan Park and Greater Kailash-II, New Delhi and issue of Car Stickers to the residents of C.R. Park.

We extended assistance to the various Durga Puja Committees of C.R. Park and Greater Kailash-II in obtaining “No Objection Certificate” from Delhi Fire Service for holding Durga Puja festival from 10th October to 14th October 2013. 


For smooth and regulated movement of vehicles during the puja days in C.R. Park. Car Stickers were arranged by the local Police Station and given to the E.B.D.P. Association who, in turn, got it distributed to the residents through the respective R.W.As. of C.R. Park and Greater Kailash-II as also to the respective Puja Committees and Socio-Cultural Organisations.  
2. Meeting with A.C.P. and S.H.O. Chittaranjan Park for security arrangement


Well before the Puja days, we convened a large scale meeting in C.R. Park Police Station with the A.C.P and S.H.O and Puja Committee representatives as also with all Block R.W.As to ensure hazard free and risk free Durga Puja this year. Local Police Authorities took necessary steps in this regard. 
3. Arrangement of Fire Tender from Delhi Fire Service during Puja Days from 10th October to 14th October and (ii) Availability of a Free Ambulance Service during Puja Days from 10th to 14th October 2013. 


We made arrangement with Delhi Fire Service for a Fire Tender with its Crew members during the Puja Days from 10th October to 14th October 2013 on their usual charges, to take care of any unfortunate eventualities. This was as per our past practice. The Fire Tender was located in C.R. Park Police Station.


Similarly, as in past years, an Ambulance was arranged from Rana Ambulance Services, A-193A, Raju Park, New Delhi. They volunteered to provide Free Ambulance Services on the occasion of Durga Puja and Dussehra. The Ambulance Van was located near the E.B.D.P. Association Office.
OTHER IMPORTANT ACTIVITIES OF E.B.D.P. ASSOCIATION.
4. Old Age Home in C.R. Park

Further to the details given in the last issue of E.B.D.P. news, you would be pleased to know that Hon’ble Minister of Social Welfare, Govt. of N.C.T. Smt. Kiron Walia has approved the proposed plans of Old Age Home in C.R. Park after a presentation was made to her by the Social Welfare Department, we also reliably learnt that the drawing of the Building which was okayed by us has been cleared by the Social Welfare Department without any modification. Now, the Social Welfare Dept. would be sending the proposal to Local Body (S.D.M.C.) for further action.  


We are also glad to know that the “Old Age” Home in C.R. Park would be a “paid” one. 

5. Efforts to get the roads of C.R. Park repaired/renovated through S.D.M.C. and P.W.D.

Strenous efforts are on hand for a long period to get all the important roads/lanes of C.R. Park renovated/repaired through South Delhi Municipal Corporation and Public Work’s Deptt. of N.C.T. Briefly, the steps taken for repair/improvement are mention below:


Last year we formally approached the Principle Secretary, P.W.D. Sectt. Delhi Sectt. I.P. Estate on 01-10-2010 from Repair/ improvement of the following roads:
1.
Bipin Chandra Pal Marg within Chittaranjan Park.

2.
Road from Market No.1 of C.R. Park to kali Mandir Complex.

3.
Road from C.R. Park Police Station to ‘K’ Block.

4.
Entire E.B.D.P road.


5.
Main C.R. Park (between E & F Block) towards Govindpuri/ Kalikaji.

6.
Radial road from Kalkaji/Govindpuri leading to main Chittaranjan Park. 

Again, we reminded the Principal Secretary P.W.D. Sectt. to direct his Departmental Officials  for the following: 

A.
Upgradation and Carpeting of P.W.D. roads in C. R. Park.

B.
Making proper storm Water Drains with its covers.

C.
Installation of illuminating lights in C.R. Park and 

D.
Displaying signages in C.R. Park area.



Separately, we had a number of meetings with the Chief Engineer, P.W.D., to expedite the recarpeting/ repairs as also with Sri Jai Singh, Executive Engineer, (P) P.W.D. M-4, particularly to undertake repairs of important roads which needed urgent attention. It is also stated that in all our efforts with the S.D.M.C. and P.W.D. officials, Shri Virender Kasana, Councillor and Chairman, S.D.M.C. was very helpful.
i.
Main E.B.D.P. road.
ii.
Bipin Chandra Pal Marg.



For the major work of recarpeting/ renovation of both these roads will start after the Durga Puja for which sanction of Rs.7.55 crores has been accorded by P.W.D for E.B.D.P. road and for undertaking major repair of Bipin Chandra Pal Marg, Rs.5.27 crores have been sanctioned and work will be undertaken by them.


6. Latest status of Bipin Chandra Pal road and main E.B.D.P. road


Having said the above, it is noted for your information that renovation work of Bipin Chandra Pal Marg with new storm water drain is being taken on hand by P.W.D. and they have awarded the work to a contractor. The entire work of carpeting of road with footpath, street lights and signals are estimated to be Rs. 5.27/-crores which has been sanctioned by P.W.D. 

The present position of renovation work of E.B.D.P. road for which 7.55/- crores has been sanctioned, P.W.D. would be shortly awarding this work for execution to a contractor.  
7. On-line Property Tax receipt issued by S.D.M.C. to the House-Tax payer of C.R. Park


Those residents who had remitted the Property/House tax to S.D.M.C. through E.B.D.P. Association may collect the House Tax receipt of S.D.M.C. from E.B.D.P. office after showing the Axis Bank’s receipt to E.B.D.P. office which was originally given to them from our end.

8. Replacement of old sewer lines in ‘F’ and ‘B’ Blocks as also in ‘K’ Block, C.R. Park 

Wherever it was necessary to replace the old rusted sewerage lines in ‘F’,‘B’ and ‘56’ Blocks, the same has since been replaced by Delhi Jal Board. Funds for ‘B’ and ‘56’ Block was sanctioned out of the fund of M.L.A. Dr. V.K. Malhotra.

Similar replacement work of sewer lines in ‘K’ Block is in progress by Delhi Jal Board.
9. Augmentation of electrical load in Transformers of A, D, E, F, Gand K Blocks, C.R. Park 


While work in ‘A’ Block has been completed by B.S.E.S., work of ‘E’ and ‘K’ are in progress. Proposal for ‘D’ Block has been sanctioned and schemes for ‘F’ & ‘G’ and ‘K’ Blocks are in process by B.S.E.S. 
10.  Laying of P.N.G. pipelines by I.G.L. in Blocks A, B, J, K, N, O, 52 pocket and Kali Mandir Complex.  




In a meeting with I.G.L. Where Shri Virender Kasana, Councillor was also present, I.G.L. informed us that they  will start laying the gas pipelines in ‘B’ Block from November and ‘A’ & ‘J’ Block in December 2013. While for ‘K’, ‘N’, ‘O’, Pocket-52, Pocket- 40 and Kali Mandir Complex, pipeline laying work would commence from February 2014 onwards as intimated to us by I.G.L.

11. Improvement in Water Supply in ‘C’ Block


While water supply in C.R. Park is generally normal, there was some shortage in ‘C’ Block. There is some improvement in water supply in some parts. The remaining area where the problem continues as being attended to be D.J.B.
12. Proposal to issue Identity Card to the Members of E.B.D.P. Association


We had requested the Life Members through the respective Block R.W.As and our Block representatives to furnish their brief particulars with a photograph to E.B.D.P. Association in order for us to issue Identity Cards to them in due Course. Inspite of all efforts, only a few Members have responded. The Members are again requested to fill up the Prescribed Form and submit the same latest by 3rd December  2013 failing which it would be difficult to implement the envisaged  scheme of issuing photo-identity Cards of E.B.D.P. Association. 
13. Upgradation and face lifting of D.D.A. markets of Chittaranjan Park


For long we have been persuading D.D.A. to upgrade and renovate all the four D.D.A. markets as the conditions of these markets are below the desired standard. 


Now, the D.D.A. has sanctioned Rs. 10 lakhs each for development of each of these four markets of C.R. Park. We are in touch with the Chief Engineer, as also with the Executive Engineer D.D.A. for early execution of the work. A joint inspection by E.B.D.P. Association, Market Associations representatives, Shri Virender Kasana, Councillor and D.D.A. officials, was made thereby facilitating D.D.A. to prepare estimate for the work.
14. Rain Water Harvesting Project in C.R. Park------ DJB-Force             


While we are exploring the possibility of more rain water harvesting pits in C.R. Park, a rain water harvesting pit has since been installed in Pocket 52, C.R. Park with the assistance of FORCE, a N.G.O. which works in partnership with Government.
15. Application Form for Registration & supply of Domestic Piped Natural Gas connectionto the residents of C, D, E, F, I, K-1, G, H, M and P Blocks of C.R. Park.


We are pleased to inform you that booking for registration of new P.N.G. has opened and Indraprastha Gas Ltd. has authorized Yogmaya & Company (Direct Marketing Agent) to accept the booking.


To facilitate the residents of the above mentioned Blocks of C.R.Park, we are collecting and distributing the Forms of Indraprastha Gas Ltd. free of cost. As desired by I.G.L., following documents are required to be submitted alongwith the Form:

One Cheque for Rs. 6000/- drawn in favour of Indraprastha Gas Limited refundable at 
the termination of connection. (On reverse of the Cheque please write your Registration Form number and on-line registration number – if any, name, address and telephone number).

Documents required For house/flat Owner (photocopy of any one of them).


(i).  Electricity Bill (latest)


(ii). Sale Deed of the Flat.


(iii). House Tax Receipt (latest year)


(iv). Power of Attorney. 

3.
For Tenant 


(i).  Any one of those mentioned in ‘2’ above.


(ii).  Id proof of the tenant plus Rent Agreement


(iii). NOC from the Owner of the flat as per proforma in the Form (To be filled in the 
        Application Form) plus Rent Agreement plus ownership proof.  



(iv). L.P.G. Consumer Receipt or Consumer Book (Consumer no. plus Agency Name 
        and Address).

The residents of the above mentioned Blocks may collect the Forms from the E.B.D.P. Office and deposit the same to Yogmaya & Company, 3, Deepali, Pitampura,  Delhi – 110034 (Phone no: 32228831, 32314255) or to E.B.D.P. Association Office with the above- mentioned documents for further action. Separate Form is required to be submitted in respect of each Floor/ House. 


Those residents who had made on-line Registration with I.G.L. are also required to collect the Application Form of I.G.L. from E.B.D.P. office so as to enable them to fill up the same and deposit it with E.B.D.P. Association or to Yogmaya & Company. They may mention the “Reference No. given to them by I.G.L. on the top right corner of the Form.


Application Form in respect of remaining Blocks of C.R. Park (B,J,K,N,O, PKT-52, PKT-40 and Kali Mandir comples)  will be available after the pipe- lines have laid in these Blocks by I.G.L. for which separate intimation will be given.
